Like most of you, Sacred Heart is feeling the effects of the economy. We’re tightening our belt and looking at ways to trim costs, 
without sacrificing service. We’re working on a long-range budget that will take into consideration our vision statement and par-
ish goals, so that we are spending the gifts of treasure you so graciously share with us, in the ways that benefit the most people 
in our faith community.  
 

Our 09-10 fiscal year budget included an increase of 5% in giving, primarily to cover the anticipated increase of the proposed of-
fice addition. The addition project is currently on-hold due to funding. Without the new addition our expenses will not rise much 
from last year, but not only have we not seen the increase we had hoped for, our overall giving has dropped over 3% this year. 
We rely on our Christmas and late December collections from both parishioners and visitors, to make up the shortfalls from the 
summer. However, this year we saw a significant decrease during this timeframe, primarily due to the weather in December. 
During the first two weeks of January, we were able to recover somewhat, but are again seeing the weekly giving  decrease. In 
order to continue to fund and grow our programs, we need to see our income at least at the level of last year.   
 

Our current budget ($853,730) is split between the following: 
 53% to St. Mary’s & Religious Education 
 27% to employment expenses (Priests, Religious, and Lay salary and benefits) 
 12% to general operating 
  5% to Diocese for the annual assessment and Annual Appeal Shortfalls 
  3% to Adult Faith Formation, Pastoral Care and Worship/Liturgy  

One of our biggest challenges is having a steady stream of in-
come. Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT) is a simple way for parish-
ioners to assist the church and help us to avoid the peaks and 
valleys we experience throughout the year, especially during the 
summer and between Christmas and Easter.  
 

Currently we have 65 parishioners signed-up. If we could in-
crease the number of participating parishioners to 125, our con-
sistent monthly donations could easily increase by 45%.  
 

Worried about not placing an envelope in the basket each week? 
Just ask and we’ll provide you with 52 cards to drop in the collec-
tion baskets during mass.

During the coming months, the Finance Council, in conjunc-
tion with the Pastoral Council and Stewardship Committee, 
will begin to develop a parish-wide survey and census. These 
tools will better assist the leadership in creating  programs 
that meet the needs of our ever-changing community. Using 
the information from these tools will allow us to better align 
our budget expenses with the needs of our faith community.

Sacred Heart Social Justice Committee is very involved with many 
different Social Problems in our Community of Owatonna and 
Internationally. We completed Thanksgiving Baskets for needy 
families in November. For Christmas we sent Christmas gifts to 
well over 300 individuals. We are currently putting together  
three new servicemen care packages in the coming weeks. 
We sent assistance to two houses for the homeless in Owatonna. 
The Hospitality House helps men who are homeless, destitute, or 
just need of shelter. They were in need of a refrigerator so Social 
Justice got with Lowes to purchase one at a reduced cost. They 
needed to resurface a driveway and our business parishioners 
got involved to donate gravel. The Lily Sparrow House, a refuge 
for Homeless Women and their children received money so they 
could buy food to feed the families for a month. Support for Car-
ing Hands for Tanzania and our Sister Matamba Catholic Parish. 
With the help of donations from Sacred Heart Parish we have a 
3rd Grade Classroom that is named "Sacred Heart Parish Third 
Grade". On January 11, 2010 the children started classes in this 
new classroom. We have helped some 2,500 orphans in 
Matamba so far. There still are over 1,000 that have no home 
yet. Father Augustine Mbiche is building a dormitory for orphans  
that will house some of these homeless.
