4th Sunday of Lent 
 

 Like last week's account of Moses and the burning bush, this Sunday's Gospel is an-
other familiar Bible story. Variously titled the story of the prodigal son or the forgiving 
father, it has been the subject of countless stained glass windows, artistic masterpieces 
that hang in museums, and children's crayon renditions. While we commonly know this 
account as the parable of the prodigal son, because of the younger son's spendthrift 
ways, I once heard a preacher turn the meaning on its ear. He talked about how we 
should really call this the story of the prodigal father, since he is the one who lavishes 
everything on his two sons. The younger one gets his half of the inheritance early, then, 
when he returns, he gets robes, rings, the fatted calf, and a feast. Subsequently, the fa-
ther promises to the older son that everything he has is his. Dad is indeed lavish, that is, 
prodigal, with all he has.  
 We interpret the father in the parable as a stand in for God. He is that loving father 
who welcomes us back when we sin. But how often have we reflected on the extrava-
gance of God's love? Though our God is a just God, this parable reminds us that God also 
puts justice aside so that we can know his eternal mercy. Certainly those who are the 
greatest sinners, and who have returned to the Lord, are the most aware of God's un-
ending love. But just like the father in the parable, God wants us all. 
 Maybe a little Lenten project for us regular churchgoers would be to search the depths 
of our hearts and discover in what ways everything that the Father has is ours. The elder 
son wasn't aware of his blessings, even though they were always his. In what ways has 
God blessed us?

            A WORD FROM THE PASTOR 2 

PA R I S H D I R E C T O R Y 

 In my travels the last couple of weeks I have often been encased in fog.  Sometimes it is the light 
fog that lets you see pretty well. At other times it is thicker and you have to watch carefully. At still others 
it is very dense and, to quote an old saying, “You can’t see your hand in front of your face.” 
 As difficult as it is to see in the fog we sometimes live our spiritual lives in this fashion. We are 
blind to the obstacles to living lives of greater holiness. We ignore the habits and ways of living that can 
lead to hurtful words and actions. We make excuses for those actions which are inconsistent with the 
Gospel by thinking, “Well, it’s not so bad.” Or, “Well, it really doesn’t hurt anyone.”  Or, “Well, everyone is doing it.” These 
excuses and the blindness of our hearts prevent us from the freedom for which God created us. This freedom is not license 
to do anything we want. It is a freedom to be the person that God created us to be. 
 In the years when we have adults preparing for Baptism at Easter we hear the readings from year A of the Lection-
ary cycle as a part of the Rite of Scrutiny. At Sacred Heart this takes place at the 9 a.m. Mass. It tells the story of Jesus cur-
ing a man who was born blind. This man’s blindness prevented him from being fully able to live with freedom. Our spiritual 
blindness prevents us from fully living our freedom in Christ. 
 The rest of us will hear the famous story of the Prodigal Son and the Forgiving Father. The young man is blind to 
the effects of his actions at the beginning of the story. At a certain point, when things are at their lowest he begins to see 
clearly and begins his journey of conversion. 

Jesus, the eyes through which we see God’s mercy beckons us to turn from our blindness. Do we want to see? Are 
we ready to see? To see a God different than you imagined? To see so deeply that you can finally forgive your worst en-
emy? To see with such wisdom that you can accept the hope that the light of Jesus can bring into the darkest night? To see 
with such love that our prayer, our fasting, our work for the poor is not just a way to make God love us, but the only re-
sponse that we have to an all-good God? Can you see? 

Thanks to those who continue to respond to the Annual Diocesan Appeal.  We are over 50% toward our goal. This 
is tremendous progress. Please remember that each gift or pledge, large or small, is necessary to meet this challenge. I am 
confident that we can do it. 

The time is growing short to join on the pilgrimage to Alpine Europe and Oberammergau in September. If you are 
interested please contact me for full details.
